Mix 3 Cups of Rice Krispies, 1 Cup of Salted Peanuts and set aside. 

Mix 1/2 Cup of Sugar, 1/2 Cup Light Kayro Syrup.  Cook stirring until mixture comes to a full boil.  Stir in 1 Cup of Peanut 

Butter and 1/2 tsp. of vanilla extract.  Pour over cereal mixture to coat.   

Press into buttered pan.   

Cool and Cut.
